Notice of Redistricting Hearing

The City of Luling is planning on conducting public hearings to adjust the single member districts lines to correct population imbalances as a result of the 2010 Census.   It is the City of Luling’s intent to comply with the Voting Rights Act and all applicable state and federal laws.   The City of Luling desires input and assistance from it citizens to develop the best redistricting plan for our community.  Two public hearings will be conducted.
The first public hearing will be held at the Northside Club House, 301 Trinity Street Luling, Texas at 6:00 p.m. on February 6, 2012.  At this meeting we plan to discuss the requirements of the redistricting process, establish the criteria that we are going to follow through the redistricting process, discuss the population changes that have occurred in the community, and discuss possible solutions. 
The second public hearing will be held at City Hall located at 509 E. Crockett Street, Luling, Texas at 5:00 p.m. on February 9, 2012. At this meeting, additional plans will be presented, based on comments received, to give citizens an opportunity to comment and suggest needed changes.  At this meeting the final plan will be presented for City Council adoption.
All interested parties, groups, and individuals are encouraged to attend these public hearings and participate in the discussion of the redistricting of the City.  Citizens unable to attend these meetings are invited to submit their public views and proposals at any time between the hours of 8:00 a.m and 5:00 p.m at City Hall, City Secretary’s office, no later than February 8, 2012.   All plans submitted by others must adhere to the established Criteria for 2010 Redistricting which can be obtained at City Hall.
In accordance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), individuals who require auxiliary aids and services for this meeting should contact the City Hall, Office of the Secretary at (830) 875-2481.  Arrangements have been made to accommodate the accessibility needs of handicapped persons and non-English speaking residents who attend the public hearing.  The City Hall is wheelchair accessible and wheelchair accessible parking spaces are available.  A request for accommodations and interpretative services must be made 48 hours prior to the meeting.
